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Introduction

The National Maori PHO Coalition, known as The Coalition, has reviewed the ñMeeting the Challengeò, the 
Report of the Ministerial Review Group known as The Report.  The Coalition has taken this opportunity to 
make some high level comments regarding the report and to highlight the role of a Maori Health 
Commissioning Agency and a Whanau Ora Outcomes Framework to the work of the review Group.

The response of the Coalition to this Report is focused on Closer to Home as it relates specifically to the 
implementation of Whanau Ora and a more robust integrated healthcare system for Maori & high needs 
communities:

1. Closer to Home: New Models of Care

The Coalition supports the key objective of The Report to ensure all New Zealanders have access to a 
strong public health and disability system which provides world class care. The Coalition also endorses that 
bureaucracy, waste and inefficiencies must be reduced to enable more healthcare to be delivered, 
preferably to those who need it most and can afford it least.

The Coalition also welcomes the reorientation of the Ministry and DHBs to enable PHOs to participate 
actively in the planning and delivery of an integrated healthcare system including the alignment of 
contracting systems.

The Coalition also supports the development of a healthcare system that is strongly led not only by leading 
Maori clinicians but also by our communities who are therefore strengthened to improve their own health 
and wellbeing.
