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TE ORANGA KI OTAKOU FRESHER’S HUI REPORT

Te Oranga ki Otakou has held a Fresher’s hui every year since 2000 to bring together 2nd Year Maori
medical tauira with 3rd to 6th year Maori medical students. This year, we had a record 13 second
year tauira attend - a record which we hope will be broken again and again in years to come.

The focus of the hui is whakawhanaungatanga and building a sense of whanau within tauira that
attend all three medical schools from Dunedin, Christchurch and Wellington. We invite key speakers
who enlighten, encourage and inspire new and current tauira. The invitation is also extended to
leading Maori doctors, Maori working in Hauora Maori in the community and leaders from within
the division of Health Sciences at Te Whare Wananga o Otakau.

Students gain a sense of belonging which in turn encourages them to become involved during the
five years that they are based at medical school. The hui sets participants on a path towards Hauora
Maori throughout their university careers and lives, and builds lifelong whanau friendships.
